The bidder shall fill (use pen only) the statement form attached in the bidding documentation required by regulations; the bid with the qualification documentation and related documentation pursuant to the applicable law shall be sealed and submitted. Those bidders who participated in multi-step opening of bids, the bidding documentation of each step shall be sealed separately, then inserted into a big envelope and sealed. The name, address of the bidder, and the procurement number or subject of the bid shall be indicated in each envelope.

56.
